ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
Part One: Cut the Wall Opening & Prepare the RC-Cubby™ Back Box

Step 1: Making sure to note where the studs are, choose the desired lens centerline and mark on wall.

Step 2: Using the SCT Cut-Out Template Sheet, align the centerline (CL) mark from Step 1 to the CL of your
chosen camera model on the template. Make sure the template is level and centered left-right. Tape the
template to the wall and cut the wall opening as indicated.

Step 3: Locate the knockouts on the RC-CUBBY Back Box (No. 1, Qty 1), pictured above.

Please Note: Even though we provide four wall clamps, only one clamp on each side is needed. The two
additional provided clamps can be used for extra support, if desired.

Step 4: Insert the RC-CUBBY Back Box (No. 1) into the wall cut-out.
Step 5: Before inserting the Wall Clamp Assemblies (No. 2), check that the flange is in the retracted position.
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5a: Insert the Wall Clamp Assemby by orienting it with the screw head facing you (5a: Front View) at about a
45° angle toward the front of the knockout opening. The clamp arm will catch behind the leading edge
(closest to you) of the knockout opening. (5b: Side View)

Please Note: The side views below
will not be visible once the backbox
is inserted into the wall, but shown
to help visualize how the clamp
assemblies are installed in the
knockout openings.

5b: As you angle the clamp, make sure to line up the front hooks
(circled in 5b: Side View) with their appropriate slots in the knock out.

5c¢: Once the front of the clamp assembly is in place, you will be able
to press in the rear hooks (circled in 5¢: Side View).

5d: Forcefully push the clamp assembly towards the rear of the
backbox until you hear the hooks click into place (Shown in 5d: Side
View). Secure the back box to the wall by tightening the screw in each
clamp assembly, turning clockwise; Do not over tighten!

Step 6: If you're also integrating one of our camera extension kits, feed the SCTLink™ cable through the cable
knockout.

Step 2: Next, you'll attach the Step 1 Assembly to the Adaptor Plate (No. 6, Qty 1) using the zinc 6-32x3/8" Torx
Pan Head Screws (No. 5, Qty 4). Make sure the cross bar of the Adapter Plate is on the bottom side of the
Camera End Module, as seen above in “Step 2 View".

Step 3: Carefully drop your Step 1+2 Assembly inside the Rectangular Knockout (see Page 2 for reference) in
the RC-CUBBY Back Box (No. 1, Qty 1); the assembly will be behind the wall, with the connections facing
upwards for ease of access. See “Step 3 View"” image below for assembled reference.

Step 4: Hang the Bezel (No. 3, Qty 1) off the front of the Back Box, with the large opening at the bottom. The
small centered tab on the Back Box will line up with the small center slot of the Bezel (center tab/slot circled
below in “Steps 4+5 View"” image for reference).

Step 5: Insert the hooks of the Camera Plate (No. 4, Qty 1) through the
Bezel opening, and into the slots on the bottom of the Back Box, pushing
in to secure. This will hold the adapter plate in place.
Pro Tip: When installing the Camera Plate, make sure you're
holding it perpendicular to the wall; do not try to “hook” it into
